Semi-annual meeting focuses on key initiatives
Meeting highlights include remarks by Joe Hampton, director of the Illinois
Department of Agriculture, and meetings of the C-FAR working groups

The Illinois Council on Food and Agri-
cultural Research (C-FAR) semi-annual
meeting, held on August 21st at the
Renaissance Springfield Hotel in
Springfield, featured many highlights,
including opening remarks by Joe
Hampton, director of the Illinois Depart-
ment of Agriculture. Director Hampton
expressed his support of C-FAR and
acknowledged the importance of efforts
made by
C-FAR mem-
bers.“You and
the organiza-
tions you repre-
sent are taking
the time and
energy to do
things that mat-
ter and to help
us be more
strategic.”
Hampton also
stressed the
importance of

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diverse groups that comprise the food
and agricultural industry and stated that
C-FAR is “setting a good example.”
Several key C-FAR initiatives were
presented and discussed during the
meeting. One such initiative was the
“Grow lllinois” FY02-FY06 funding
proposal that could position Illinois sixth
in the nation in state funding for food
and agricultural research. C-FAR mem-
bers and repre-
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developing this proposal to ensure that it
presents a coordinated strategy for
strengthening our state’s food and agri-
cultural systems. Fred Bradshaw, C-FAR
legislative chair, stated, “The ‘Grow
Illinois’ proposal is a bold initiative
which would position 1llinois as a
national leader in research and develop-
ment for our food and fiber industry.”
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Another important item on the
meeting agenda was the review and
approval of recommendations for
improving the External Competitive
Grants Program, which receives a mini-
mum of 15% of the C-FAR appropria-
tion. Key changes include requiring
researchers to submit pre-proposals to
the C-FAR working groups and sending
full proposals for an external scientific
review. A request for proposals for this
program was issued October 1st. The
C-FAR membership also adopted several
changes to the organization’s bylaws,
including limiting working group chairs
to three consecutive terms and clarifying
language in several areas to ease under-
standing.

Prior to the general meeting of the
full C-FAR membership were meetings
of the five C-FAR working groups:
Expanding Agricultural Markets, Rural
Economic Development, Agricultural
Production Systems, Human Nutrition
and Food Safety, and Natural Resources.
The working group members examined
proposed changes to the External
Competitive Grants Program, the exter-
nal review process for Strategic Research
Initiatives (SRIs), and the research
reporting system. Each working group
also received an update regarding its SRI
by the research leaders. At the meeting
of the Human Nutrition and Food
Safety working group, Karen Little of
the lllinois Dietetic Association was
elected vice chair.

Partnership Responsibilities

There is no doubt that C-FAR is a
unique coalition. Each partner within
this coalition plays an extremely valuable
role—if one link were missing, the over-
all effectiveness of our efforts would be
drastically reduced.

The pri-
mary role of industry representatives is to
help define the critical questions that
need answers. These questions, in turn,
are posed to the research community
responsible for developing research pro-
tocol and, ultimately, answers.

While in practice it may not always
be this clear and simple, this basic inter-
play between industry professionals and
researchers serves to strengthen the

National Coalition for
Food and Agricultural
Research

Although the United States is the world’s
best fed nation, with the lowest share of
income spent on food, many critical
national food, agriculture, and resource
challenges remain. Agriculture’s contin-
ued abundance and competitiveness in
the global food system depend on
increased research. Unfortunately, federal
support of agricultural research (after
adjusting for inflation) has been flat for
two decades, despite the fact that each
dollar spent on agricultural research
returns $8 in public benefits.

A new organization, tentatively
named the National Coalition for Food
and Agricultural Research, has been
formed to address the need for increased
national funding for food and agricultur-
al research. Patterned after the lllinois
Council on Food and Agricultural
Research (C-FAR), the coalition’s goals
are to (1) increase and enhance U.S. food
and agricultural research and education,
and (2) expand meaningful participation
by stakeholders in setting priorities for
research and funding. C-FAR chairman
Terry WoIf has been asked to serve as
the chair of the steering committee.

The organization is striving to secure
$1 billion of additional federal funds
annually for the next five years to
support research and related outreach
programs.

The National Coalition for Food and
Agricultural Research is seeking contri-
butions of $5,000 from foundations,
individuals, and a cross-section of leading
food and agricultural stakeholder organi-
zations to be used as seed money. The
goal is to raise at least $100,000 to sup-
port the initial organizational activities,
meetings of the interim board, and com-
munication activities for the remainder
of the year. During the fall and winter
months, coalition building will continue,
and in early 2001, the coalition will pres-
ent a formal plan to the new administra-
tion and Congress.

C-FAR Rules & Procedures Committee

Members of the C-FAR Rules & Procedures Committee have graciously dedicated
their time and energy over the past year to accomplish several important objectives that
have kept the C-FAR organization operating smoothly. This committee is charged
with monitoring C-FAR processes and developing proposals for improvements as need-
ed, in consultation with other committees. Most recently, the committee reviewed the
C-FAR bylaws and recommended several changes to this important document. The
recommendations were presented to and approved by the C-FAR membership at the
semi-annual meeting on August 21st. To obtain the current official version of the
C-FAR bylaws, please contact the C-FAR office.

C-FAR Sentinel Program
On the lookout for unique opportunities

The C-FAR internal
research program at
the University of lllinois
at Urbana-Champaign
is now positioned to
seize unigue opportu-
nities as they arise.
Introduced in 1999,
the C-FAR Sentinel
Program was devel-
oped to fund creative,
problem-solving
research projects that
would be unlikely to
secure funding through
traditional channels.
“The program was initi-
ated to take advantage
of windows of opportu-
nity to do research that addresses C-FAR
priorities,” said Steven Pueppke,
Associate Dean for Research at the
College of Agricultural, Consumer and
Environmental Sciences (ACES).

The Sentinel Program is the third
component of the University of lllinois
C-FAR research portfolio. It complements
and extends the research efforts of the
other two components: the internal com-
petitive grants program and the Strategic
Research Initiatives (SRIs). Research
projects are multi-investigator and multi-
departmental, with most crossing college
boundaries and bringing together investi-
gators from a variety of disciplines.
Awards range from $50,000 to
$500,000 per year for up to five years.
Four C-FAR Sentinel research projects
are currently in progress.

Western Corn Rootworms: In
Search of a Solution

This three-year integrated, multidisci-
plinary research effort focuses on solving
a new threat posed by the western corn
rootworm: loss of crop rotation as a pest
management strategy. Twelve University
of lllinois, Illinois Natural History
Survey, and Texas A&M University
researchers with specialties in crop sci-
ences, ecology, entomology, genomics,

and geography are working together to
solve this critical problem. Their research
efforts could eventually lead to a savings
of up to $500 million for producers across
the Corn Belt.

Restoring crop rotation for western
corn rootworm management is a key goal
of this research effort, but researchers also
hope to integrate a variety of tactics to
control this pest. The team will research
mechanisms behind behavioral change to
better understand why and how the west-
ern corn rootworm variant evolved. They
also will study diet, flight, and behaviors
that might provide insight into pest mon-
itoring and management recommenda-
tions. Additional goals are to develop (1)
genetic diagnostic tools, (2) models for
predicting spread and effectiveness of
long-term strategies, and (3) transgenic
corn rootworm hybrids and management
practices to prevent resistance from devel-
oping. Researchers estimate that produc-
ers could realize an annual potential profit
of more than $273 million by using trans-
genic corn rootworm hybrids to prevent
corn rootworm larval injury.

SoyFACE, a five-year Sentinel project, is a
visionary exploration of how atmospheric
change affects major crops, with the goal
of using this information to help us pre-
pare our crops and crop systems for the
future. Using an open-air field laboratory
design, researchers will be able to closely
simulate future atmospheric conditions,
including increased carbon dioxide levels
and ozone conditions. Located at
University of Illinois South Farms, the
FACE (free-air gas concentration enrich-
ment) research structure includes a series
of rings created by tubing that delivers
precise amounts of carbon dioxide and



ozone to simulate different environmen-
tal conditions of the future. A computer
monitors gas concentration and wind
direction and velocity to control the
amount of carbon dioxide and ozone
released through a series of valves. This
facility, the first of its type, is expected to
attract scientists from around the world.
SoyFACE will eventually consist of 20
FACE rings, each 70 feet in diameter. A
team of 18 investigators has been assem-
bled to study how atmospheric changes
affect crops and soil conditions and how
to optimize future crop production.
Researchers will work to develop new
cultivars and cultural practices that will
help position Illinois agriculture well for
the next several decades.

nologies and establish an interdisciplinary
program of remote-sensing-based preci-
sion farming technology, a new Sentinel
research project was established. The
investigators are cooperating with NASA
researchers to develop new generation
remote-sensing-based tools and proce-
dures for mapping within-field variability
in order to prepare site-specific manage-
ment options for large-scale productions.

Researchers will focus on developing
and evaluating automatic ground-based
sensing systems to (1) increase field data
quality and complement the remote sens-
ing system in tool validation research; (2)
collect and share multilocation, multilayer
data; and (3) set up a knowledge discov-
ery in databases (KDD) environment for
remote-sensing-based, site-specific man-
agement studies. Coordinating efforts
with University of Illinois Extension,
researchers will assess the needs of lllinois
agriculture, target research to address
these needs, and work with 1llinois pro-
ducers and other end users to incorpo-
rate remote sensing technologies into
their production systems.

Transgenic Swine Program

Genetic engineering of plants and ani-
mals has been practiced for hundreds of
years through selecting high-producing
seed crops and livestock. However, recent
advances in biotechnology provide
unique opportunities that further our
ability to efficiently produce cost-effec-
tive, high-quality food for human con-
sumption. Transgenic technology, or the
introduction of specific genes from one
species into the germplasm of another,
allows for the rapid and efficient intro-
duction of value-added characteristics
into livestock, including swine.

The Transgenic Swine Program, a
three-year Sentinel project, seeks to
develop new lines of transgenic swine
with improved productivity and health.
Researchers will use a novel approach
that focuses on transgenes directed
toward the mammary gland or intestinal
mucosa. An advantage to this approach is
that both milk production and intestinal
nutrient delivery have been identified as
constraints on optimal piglet growth, and
the mammary gland and gastrointestinal
tract can therefore be used to drive piglet
production. Furthermore, as neither
mammary tissue nor intestinal mucosa
are normally consumed by humans, this
approach will bypass several potential
regulatory hurdles associated with the
FDA’s safety approval of the resulting
lines of transgenic animals for human
consumption.
